2. The idea of African Philosophy cannot be separated from ethno-philosophy by contrast to Western Philosophy.

ethno-philosophy, African philosophy and philosophic sagacity.

3. Comment carefully on the concepts of cause, effect and chance in an African philosophical system.

4. Undertake a philosophical critique of Mbiti's concept of time and history in African philosophy.

5. What are the problems of cross-cultural understanding?  To what extent can they be responsible for the way we understand our society as well as other societies.

6. Discuss carefully the similarities and differences in Yoruba concept of body, mind and soul and the Western body-mind problem.

7. Discuss the philosophy of Negritude within the African context and its relationship to the philosophy of Marcus Garvey in the context of the African diaspora.

8. The concept of causality is contextual and based on the epistemic circumstances of the society.  Discuss.

9. Discuss the concepts of life, death and afterlife in the philosophical thoughts of an African society and a Caribbean society.
