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Tutorial and Essay Questions
1. Carefully identify the major elements of Wittgenstein’s philosophy.  To what extent can these be regarded as being related to the central themes of the analytic tradition in philosophy in the 20th Century?  Carefully explain your views.

2. Identify and critically discuss the major concerns of logical positivism, with a view to evaluating the implications of logical positivism for subsequent philosophy universally.

3. Existentialism is a philosophy that demonstrates the features of contemporary philosophy most vividly.  Carefully discuss the statement, relating these to explorations of existentialism in Africana philosophy and European philosophy.

In what sense is it accurate to regard “pragmatism” as “existentialism” in American clothing?  Use the thoughts of Sartre and James are background for your discussion.

Explain, making necessary distinctions, between the notions of pacifism and anarchism.

6.
The weakness of contemporary philosophy lies in its amoralist tendencies.  Carefully discuss this view, bearing in mind the developments in genetic engineering, unilateralism and open market globalization.  

7. Compare and contrast phenomenalism and phenomenology.  Are the two movements reconcilable?  Defend your views.

Carefully compare Kantian deontologism and Mill’s utilitarianism.  Are they versions of the same moral perspective?  Explain your views.
