LABORATORIES.  

Laboratory Specimen/Test(s) Guideline for Collection & Transportation 

Bacteriology Culture & Sensitivity Take samples to lab immediately  

Clinical Chemistry  Bilirubin, Alkaline phosphatase, 
Electrolytes, Urea & Creatinine 

Fresh sample, not hemolyzed 

Calcium Collect without stasis 

Creatinine Clearance Requires 24 hour urine collection  and blood sample 

Protein Electrophoresis Request total proteins and albumin 

Glucose Fasting Do not eat after 10:00 pm the night before testing 

VMA Avoid coffee, foods with vanilla & MAO inhibitors 

ACTH Contact laboratory for instructions 
 

For tests on urine samples please check with the laboratory as different additives are placed in 
bottles given for different tests 

Enteric/Parasitology Stool Collect in a sterile screwed top container without 
preservative 

Haematology CBC Requires a minimum of 2 to 3 mls 

Coagulation Requires EXACTLY 4.5 mls. Do NOT fill up to the blue 
mark. 

 Fibrin Degradation Products  
(FDP) 

Check with laboratory for instructions and the collection 
tube 

 Urine Haemosiderin Requires 20 mls of urine 

Virology Viral Culture Place samples in viral transport media and transport to 
the lab  immediately at 4

o

C or on ice
