In 2011, a merger took place between Digicel Jamaica Limited
(Digicel) and Oceanic Digital Jamaica Limited (Claro) that was
approved by the relevant Minister under the Telecommunications
Act, 2000. In 2012, the Fair Trading Commission (FTC) went to
court to enforce its findings that the merger was likely to sub-
stantially lessen competition in several telecommunications mar-
kets. Digicel and Claro argued that FTC had no jurisdiction to in-
vestigate their merger. The Supreme Court rejected those argu-
ments and ruled that the FTC has jurisdiction in telecommunica-
tions industry generally and also in regard to the particular trans-
action.

Digicel and Claro appealed to the Court of Appeal and in 2014,
the Court of Appeal upheld the decision of the Supreme Court

that the FTC has jurisdiction in the telecommunications industry,
but rejected the FTC's argument that it had jurisdiction over the
particular transaction approved by the relevant Minister under
the Telecommuncations Act, 2000.

The FTC subsequently appealed to the Privy Council. Dr Delroy S.
