National Champions Announced

The Department of Mathematics has completed the Final Round of the 2011 Jamaican Mathematical Olympiad.  This has been presented by The University of the West Indies, Mona, in collaboration with Sterling Asset Management.  A total of 78 students sat the Final Round Examination, which was held on April 30, 2011.  These students came from 25 high schools throughout Jamaica.  After assessing the scripts, the Department of Mathematics has determined that 16 students are medalists.  They include the three best performers from each of Grades 7 through 11.  An additional 34 students receive an Honourable Mention.  The 50 awardees, consisting of the Medalists and Honourable Mentions, comprise the top 10 performers in each grade.  They come from a total of 20 schools across the island.
On behalf of the University of the West Indies and Sterling Asset Management, the Department of Mathematics congratulates all students who are Medalists or receive an Honourable Mention.  We also thank the students, their parents, and their teachers for the dedication and enthusiastic support they’ve shown through the four rounds of this competition.
