Olympiad Team Announced

The Department of Mathematics has completed the Final Round of the 2011 Jamaican Mathematical Olympiad.  This has been presented by The University of the West Indies, Mona, in collaboration with Sterling Asset Management.  A total of 78 students sat the Final Round Examination, which was held on April 30, 2011.  These students came from 25 high schools throughout Jamaica.  After assessing the scripts, the Department of Mathematics has selected five students for the 2011 Jamaican Mathematical Olympiad Team. 

The team was selected from among all students sitting the Final Round Examination who meet certain age requirements.  The top three performers will participate in the 2011 Central American and Caribbean Regional Mathematical Olympiad.  This will be held from June 19--26, 2011, in Colima, Mexico.  The team also includes the fourth and fifth best performers in the Final Round.  They have been named as alternate selections.  They will prepare for the Regional Olympiad with the rest of the team and be ready to participate if one of the first three members is unable to do so.
