* Hold a Bachelor’'s degree or equivalent in
Accounting or a related field from a
university or college acceptable to the
Board for Graduate Studies, The University
of the West Indies, with a grade point
average of 2.5 or higher.

There are special pre-requisites for
students with non-UWI, non-Faculty of
Social Sciences and non-programme
specific degrees.
